In this lesson you will learn how to do the following things in FrontPage:

· How to view your work in a browser

· Create a new page in FrontPage

· Change the title of your page

· How to make alt tags

· How to make thumbnails

How to view your work in a browser
As some of you probably found out, pages that look great in FrontPage may not look so wonderful when viewed in a browser.  It is always a good idea to check what your work will look like in a browser frequently so you will not be surprised by how it looks and to check the navigation within your page.  

I (Sabrina) would NOT recommend using the Preview tab in FrontPage – if hardly ever gives an accurate portrayal of what your page will look like on the Internet and can really mess you up.
There are two ways to see what your page is going to look like…

1. Save your work in the correct folder
2. Type in the complete URL of the page you want to view in a browser address window

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3. This is the truest representation of what other’s will see when they view your page

OR

1. Save your work

2. Click on the Preview in Browser icon
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3. This will give you a fairly accurate representation of what your work will look like and is good for quick checks to make sure everything is working correctly like navigation and thumbnails. 

How to create a new page in FrontPage
1. In FrontPage, go to File > New
2. From the menu on the right, select New Blank Page

3. A new page is created with the default name on the tab of ‘new_page_1.htm’
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How to change the title of your page
There are two different ways to do this
1. Right click anywhere on the page

2. Left click on Page Properties…

3. Under General tab, go to the Title window and fill in the title of the page

4. Click OK
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5. When opened in a browser, the new title you have given your page will appear in the blue bar at the top of the screen
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OR
1. Go to File > Save As and click

2. When the Save As window appears, change the title of the page by

a. Click Change Title…
b. In the Set Page Title window, type in the new title you want to appear
c. Click OK

3. Then click on Save, making sure to save in the proper folder
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4. When opened in a browser, the new title you have given your page will appear in the blue bar at the top of the screen
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How to make alt tags
Alt tags are text that appears when you ‘mouse over’ an image and are very cool things!

1. After inserting an image into FrontPage, right click on the image

2. Click on Picture Properties…

3. Click on General tab

4. In the Text window, fill out what you want the text to say when you mouse over the picture

5. Click OK
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How to make thumbnails

Thumbnails let the viewer of your page see an image in two different sizes by clicking on a smaller image to convert it to a larger image of the same thing.  This is very helpful when working with graphics that you want to view in more detail but do not want a huge graphic on your main page

1. After inserting an image into FrontPage, right click on the image

2. Click on Auto Thumbnail
a. The image is now presented as a thumbnail and is ‘hot’, which means it is linked to the larger image
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3. Save your page and when you do a ‘Save Embedded Files’ window pops up

4. Click OK
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5. When opened in a browser the smaller thumbnail image will be all the viewer sees until the image is clicked on, and then the larger image will be shown

6. In addition, you might want to add text under the thumbnail or as an alt tag that directs the viewer to ‘Click on this image to view details’ or something along that line
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
